9/24: Salmon BBQ On my drive to school this week, the David Bowie song “Changes” kept running
before E-W football through my head. For those of you who were part of our community last year, you
game remember the difficult conversations we had regarding the financial difficulties dealt us by

the economic downturn in Washington State, as well as the declining enrollment in high
schools. As a result of this situation, ESD was forced to cut just over $11 million dollars to
balance the operating budget for the 2009-2010 school year.

In implementing the budget cuts at EWHS, we have made several major changes
to how our building will operate. Given less staffing due to the projected numbers last
January of fewer students, we have moved from an eight-period to a six-period day. For
the first time in EWHS history, we will have one common start and end time: 7:30 a.m. -
1:50 p.m. Teachers will be available for tutoring from 7-7:30 a.m. and again from 1:50-

2:20 p.m. Students will only be allowed to enroll in six classes, except for those full 1B-

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Important information from the EWHS office staff

Greetings from your EWHS office staff! We
look forward to working with you and serving you in
the 2009-2010 school year. Are your kids ready and
eager to return to school? Here are some notes and
reminders for you and your students to help navigate
the school environment:

HEALTH: If your child is too ill to sit in class or
might be transmitting their illness to other students and
staff, please keep them at home until all symptoms
have passed. With the swine (HLN1) flu warnings in
the media, we want to make sure your student does not
become ill and/or spread the virus at school. Please
impress upon them the importance of frequent hand
washing and to not share drinks and food. The first
warning signs are a fever and cough. Here is a list of
typical symptoms:

9 asudden fever (100.4°F or above), and

9 asudden cough.

Other symptoms may include: headache,

tiredness, chills, aching muscles, limb or joint pain,
diarrhea or stomach upset, sore throat, runny nose,
sneezing or loss of appetite.

We will be strictly enforcing the district policy
regarding student illness, so if a student is vomiting or
has a fever of 100° or higher they must be kept at home
or we will be calling you to come pick them up. For
other types of illnesses or injuries there is a 20-minute
limit in the health room, and after that time the student
needs to either go back to class or make arrangements
to go home.

Our school nurse, Nancy Varg works just one day
a week at Edmonds-Woodway. If your student takes
medication at school or has ongoing health concerns,
Ms. Varg may be contacting you, or if you have any
health questions or information about your student
please contact her by calling 425-431-6004.

EARLY DISMISSAL.: If your student needs to
leave campus early for an appointment, they should
come to school with a note and sign out through the
attendance office prior to their departure. If you make a
last-minute appointment for your child, please notify
the attendance office at 425-431-7919 and make
arrangements for the early dismissal. If you come to
campus to pick up a student for an early dismissal,
please park and enter at the south door and go directly
to the attendance office. If a student leaves campus for
an early dismissal, please park and enter at the south
door and go directly to the attendance office. If a
student leaves campus for an appointment without

signing out through the attendance office, he or she will
be marked absent-unexcused.

MESSAGES: Please keep requests for
messages to students and items for delivery to a
minimum and for emergency situations only. With
approximately 1,800 students, it is very difficult for the
offices to manage the dozens of requests we get each day
for these types of services plus they interrupt classroom
instruction time. Students should be fully prepared for
school, including lunch or lunch money, homework,
instruments, uniforms, and travel arrangements.

PAYMENTS: When a student needs to pay for
an item, all checks must be made out to ESD (Edmonds
School District). Checks should NOT be made out to
EWHS, a program, or a teacher. Checks cannot be
altered in any way, nor can we make change from a
check, so the amount must be correct.

I would like to also take this opportunity to say
thank you to all of our wonderful and generous parent
volunteers who will be helping us get the school year off
