National Science Standards 
This unit addresses three National Science 
Education Standards. This unit will develop  
students’:  
• abilities to do and understand scientific  
 inquiry; 
• understanding of energy and energy  
      transfer; and 
• understanding of science and technology in 

society. 
 
Engaging Work for Students 
Students will: 
• be immersed in scientific inquiry as they 

think, design, investigate, observe, relate, 
and compare science concepts.  

• Students will interact with gravity,  
 momentum, and friction, and will have  
      access to related topics online.  
• apply what they’ve learned as they  
 determine acceleration when data about 

time and distance are known.  
• be asked to demonstrate what they know 

and are able to do in a lab setting, proving 
(or disproving) their scientific questions.  

 
The science teacher will look for your student’s 
ability to identify, describe, and categorize  
elements of physical systems and to explain 
how the elements interact and change.
